2. Scatter tables (5 mins) – Call out a question from the times tables and your child has to point to the answer on the sheet. For example: What are 3 lots of 5? What is 3 times 5? What is 3 multiplied by 5? – Accuracy is more important than speed.
3. Write tables in homework book (5 mins) – Child writes down the full times tables.
